How do | find articles on my topic?

Search a database.

The library subscribes to over one

net search engines, but they list
articles from newspapers, maga-
zines, and academic journals
rather than web sites. Most of
your instructors would prefer
sources found in the databases

over sources found on the web.

You get to the databases through
the library’s web site.

Find an online journal (Serials
Solutions).

What if the article is not in the library?

Request the article

through interlibrary loan.

Use the citation of the article
to fill out an interlibrary loan
form. These are available
online at the library’s web
site. Just go to http://
librarylamar.edu and click the
Interlibrary Loan link in the
Services column. This is a

free service.

The interlibrary loan process usu-
ally takes a week to ten days.. If
an article is sent to us electroni-
cally, we will e-mail you with a link
and log-in information so you can
download the article from us. If the
article is sent to use in hard copy,
the copy will be held on the sec-
